❖ The Holy Qur’an was revealed in the Arabic language. People all over the world can read 

and try to understand the Holy Qur’an now because it has been translated in almost 

every language. 

❖ The Holy Qur’an helps Muslims to understand what is right and wrong.

❖ It helps Muslims to understand their responsibilities to others.

❖ It explains religious principles through true stories about Prophets.

❖ It teaches Muslims that worship of Allah not only includes prayer but also looking after 

each other.

Facts about the Holy 
Qur’an
❖ The word “Qur’an” means ‘that which is read 

frequently’.

❖ The original text of the Holy Quran is in Arabic
and it has not changed since it was first 
revealed. 

❖ The Holy Qur'an has 30 Parts and 114
chapters. 

❖ There are in total 6,348 verses in the Holy 
Quran! 

❖ Some Muslims have memorised the whole Holy 
Qur’an. They are then given the title “Hafiz”.

the Holy Qur’an
❖The Holy Qur’an is a very special book for 

Muslims.

❖It must be treated with a lot of respect.

❖The Holy Qur’an must be kept safely and 
never be placed on the floor.

❖Before touching the Holy Qur’an, Muslims 
make sure their hands are clean. 

❖They also cover their head before reading 
the Holy Qur’an. Girls wear a scarf and boys 
wear a cap called a Topi.

❖ Muslims believe that all the holy books sent to Prophets before 
the Holy Prophet Muhammad (peace and blessings of Allah be upon 
him) are important. 

❖ These Holy books include: 

❖ The Scrolls- given to  Prophet Abraham (peace be upon him).

❖ The Torah- given to Prophet Moses (peace be upon him).

❖ The Gospel- given to Prophet  David (peace be upon him).

❖ The Psalms- given to Prophet Jesus Christ (peace be upon him).
